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THE CUTTING HORSE AND THE CONTEST.

The Cutting Horse is meeting a wider audience, one that has not grown up
cattle station.

The Cutting Horse is one of the most highly trained animals in the world anc
known to be Athe aristocrat of wort

They are born with
This is a strong horse whose well developed haunches give it the unusual
speed and balance needed to drive, turn, stop, pivot and race a sometimes
and unpredictable cow. He has the lildence to anticipate the intentions of the
cow and to outsmart it. The rider holds a loose rein and lets the horse do th
thinking and reacting. The cutting horse is able to work independently with
uncanny mental and physical quickness portraying dajisy intelligence and
agility that is perhaps greater than any other horse can demonstrate.

The first Cutting Competition with recorded prize money occurred at the
cowboy reunion in Haskell, Texas, in 1898. The popularity of the horse and
event incrased until the NCHA of US was formed in 1946 and established &
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Futurity was held in 1973.
